There are two possibilites for using the material on Oxford English Testing: 

 

Å Option A: For self-study 

In this case students must register themselves and practise using their own account 

without the help of a teacher. 

 

Å Option B: Use with the involvement of the teacher (LMS) 

In this case both teacher and student register, and, after the teacher has created an 

account for the class and students, the teacher is able to view the studentsô results and 

manage their progress. 

 

It is important that you select the appropriate option for your class, as you can 

only choose once.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR TEACHERS  



Step 1:  
open a web navigator and introduce the url: 

 www.oxfordenglishtesting.com 
 



Step 2:  
from the home page click on the tab: My account 



Step 3:  

select the option I am a new user > I would like to register myé 



Step 4:  

complete the reqistration form 

NOTE: each field marked 

with as asterisk is 

obligatory.  



Step 5:  

accept the conditions of use and and click on Register 

Box 1: confirm that you accept the conditions of 

use. 

 

Box 2: confirm if you would like to recieve OUP

Step 7: 
revise personal details and click on: Save registration details 



Step 8:  

Click on: Launch LMS 

NOTE: If you leave the system it is possible to re-enter using the same access code sent to your e-mail via the screen seen 

on step 5.

once inside click on: Online practice 



Step 10:  

activate your group registration by clicking on: New entry 



Step 11:  

enter your group information and click on: Create enrolment
